despite 20 years of research. We will analyze this large collection to understand human 
adaptation from initial human settlement to the recent past, particularly exploring 
changes in foraging ecology and seasonal land use strategies, subsistence economy, 
and site activities through time. Broader impacts include providing primary data to 
address human-environmental interactions and broadening our understanding of this 
major human population expansion into the Americas. The project has a strong 
educational component, enhancing opportunities for underrepresented groups including 
a summit with regional Native leadership and tribal members. The primary benefit to 
society at large is to produce and analyze data that help address profound questions 
about how humans have interacted with their environment during periods of global 
climate change.
